This marks the com-
missioning of a state-of-the-art breakwater facility, for
GAIL (India) Limited and executed by Larsen & Toubro
(L&T). This 2.3 km-long Island Rubble Mound Breakwater,
constructed using over 15,500 indigenously developed AC-
CROPODE blocks and placed with 3D ECHOSCOPE tech-
nology for precision and integrity, enables year-round
operations at the terminal. Reinforced with one million
cubic metres of boulders in triple-layered formation, the
structure ensures durability against extreme marine con-
ditions and has officially transformed the terminal into an
all-weather port, as declared by the NSPC.
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
