¥2,880 crore 765 KV double-
circuit Kurnool-III Pooling
Station-Chilakaluripeta
transmission line, which will
increase transmission capa-
city by 6,000 MVA and enable
largescale transmission of
renewable energy. He will lay
the foundation stones for the
Orvakal Industrial Area near

Kurnool and the Kopparthy
Industrial Area in Kadapa,
with a total investment of
over 4,920 crore.

These projects will de-
veloped jointly by the Na-
tional Industrial Corridor
Development and Imple-
mentation Trust and the
Andhra Pradesh Industrial
Infrastructure Corporation
Ltd. They are expected to at-
tract investments to the tune
of 321,000 crore and gener-
ate about one lakh jobs.

The foundation stone will
be laid for the 960 crore six-
lane greenfield highway from

Sabbavaram to Sheelanagar
to ease traffic congestion in
Visakhapatnam dis-
trict. Modi will lay the found-
ation stone and dedicate to
the nation several key rail-
way projects worth over
¥1,200 crore. In addition, six
road  projects, costing
around 31,140 crore, will be
inaugurated.
